The stars of the Southern Cross emphasis this
country's location in the South Pacific Ocean.
The Union Jack in the first quarter recognizes

New Zealand's historical origins as a British
colony and dominion.



Official Name

* New Zealand is the official name for New
Zealand. It is also sometimes known as
'Aotearoa’ “Aunauuviasnanaiianalna’ which is the
name the Maori people (New Zealand's
indiginous people group) give to the
country. Aotearoa means 'land of the long

white cloud'. The abbreviation for New
Zealand is NZ.



About New Zealand

* New Zealand is an Island country in the
southwestern Pacific Ocean. The country
geographically comprises two main

landmasses — that of the North Island and the
South Island and numerous smaller islands.



History of New Zealand

 Maori were the first to arrive in New Zealand,

journeying in canoes from Hawaiki about
1,000 years ago.

* The first European to discover New Zealand
was the Dutch explorer Abel Tasman, in 1642.

* The English navigator James Cook mapped the
coasts of the country from 1769. When New
Zealand became a British colony in 1840,

large-scale settlement began, mainly from the
United Kingdom.



* |In the 1890s, New Zealand became the first
country to give women the vote, among other
liberal reforms. The country lost many men in
two world wars. Today New Zealand has
moved from being a British colony to an

independent multicultural nation of the
Pacific.



History of New Zealand

* |n 1840, the Treaty of Waitangi was signed, an
agreement between the British Crown and
Maori. It established British law in New
Zealand and is considered New Zealand’s
founding document and an important part of
the country's history. The building where the
treaty was signed has been preserved and,

today, the Waitangi Treaty Grounds are a
popular attraction.



 New Zealand is an archipelago (group of islands)
located in Oceania, southeast of Australia. The 2
main islands are North Island (Te Ika a Maui) and
South Island (Pounamu).

* |ts total land area is 268,670 square kilometers
(103,733 square miles), making it about the size
of the state of Colorado, with a coastline of
15,134 kilometers (9,404 miles). The capital,
Wellington, is located at the south end of North

Island.
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The closest countries to New Zealand are

Australia, Fiji, New Caledonia, Vanuatu, Papua
New Guinea, Indonesia, Hong Kong, Macao

* |[n most years, New Zealand has a net
migration loss of New Zealand citizens who
move to Australia, the United Kingdom, and
elsewhere, so one of the objectives of its

recent immigration policy (1987) is to offset
this loss with new migrants, preferrably those
with skills and investment capital.




* New Zealand has a market economy. For many
years earnings were mainly from farm
products, such as wool and dairy goods. Today
these are combined with new developments
such as tourism, film production, and
winemaking. New Zealand depends heavily on
international trade, especially with Australia,
China, the United States, and Japan. Economic

free-market reforms from the 1980s have
removed many barriers to foreign investment.



* New Zealand has a similar-sized population to
Ireland, Singapore, and Norway. More people live
in the North Island than the South Island, and far
more live in the cities than in the country.
Auckland, the largest city, is home to many
people from the Pacific and Asia who have settled
in the past 50 years.

* A democratically elected government contributes
to schools, universities, and hospitals, so New
Zealanders are generally well educated, healthy,
and have a good standard of living. Christianity is
the most common religion.



System of Government

* New Zealand is a democratic country in which
the Members of Parliament (MPs) are chosen
in free and fair elections.

* Citizens and permanent residents who are
aged 18 years and over are required to enrol
to vote. Voting is not compulsory.



New Zealand Seasons

New Zealand does not have a large
temperature range. However, New Zealand
weather can change unexpectedly—as cold
fronts or tropical cyclones quickly blow in.

* Auckland had the largest percentage of religious
people in New Zealand at the 2013 Census,
according to a regional breakdown of results
released by Statistics New Zealand today.

* Across New Zealand, the number of people who
affiliated with a religion in 2013 fell 5.5 per cent
since the 2006 Census. This trend was reflected in
every region except Auckland, which had a 1.2
per cent increase in the number of religious
residents.

The Maori of New Zealand

* The indigenous people of the land — of New
Zealand and their culture is an integral part of

New Zealand life. About 15% of the
population of 3.8 million is of Maori descent.

* The arrival of Europeans to New Zealand
starting from the 17th century brought
enormous change to the Maori way of life.

Maori Population

* |[n the 2013 census, there were approximately
600,000 people in New Zealand identifying as
Maori, making up roughly 15% of the national
population. They are the second-largest ethnic
group in New Zealand.

* |n addition there are over 120,000 Maori living
in Australia.



Economic and Social Obstacles

* Disproportionate numbers of Maori face significant
economic and social obstacles, with lower life
expectancies and incomes compared with other New
Zealand ethnic groups, in addition to higher levels of
crime, health problems and educational under-
achievement.

* Socioeconomic initiatives have been implemented
aimed at closing the gap between Maori and other
New Zealanders. Political redress for historical
grievances is also ongoing.



Maori language

 The Maori language (known as Te Reo Maori)
is spoken to some extent - representing 3% of
the total population, although many New

Zealanders regularly use Maori words and
expressions, while speaking English.




Maori are increasingly utilizing tourism in a
bid to preserve and promote their culture and
create a more prosperous future for their
youth.
